You have read the safety information that shipped with your computer.

A component can be replaced or, if purchased separately, installed by performing the removal procedure in the reverse order.

WARNING: Disconnect all power sources before opening the computer cover or panels. After you finish working inside the
computer, replace all covers, panels, and screws before connecting to the power source.

WARNING: Before working inside your computer, read the safety information that shipped with your computer. For additional
safety best practices information, see the Regulatory Compliance Homepage at www.dell.com/regulatory_compliance

Many repairs may only be done by a certified service technician. You should only perform troubleshooting and simple
repairs as authorized in your product documentation, or as directed by the online or telephone service and support team.
Damage due to servicing that is not authorized by Dell is not covered by your warranty. Read and follow the safety instructions
that came with the product.

To avoid electrostatic discharge, ground yourself by using a wrist grounding strap or by periodically touching an
unpainted metal surface that is grounded to ground yourself before you touch the computer to perform any disassembly tasks.

Handle components and cards with care. Do not touch the components or contacts on a card. Hold a card by its
edges or by its metal mounting bracket. Hold a component such as a processor by its edges, not by its pins.

When you disconnect a cable, pull on its connector or on its pull-tab, not on the cable itself. Some cables have
connectors with locking tabs; if you are disconnecting this type of cable, press in on the locking tabs before you disconnect the
cable. As you pull connectors apart, keep them evenly aligned to avoid bending any connector pins. Also, before you connect a
cable, ensure that both connectors are correctly oriented and aligned.

Before working inside your computer

To avoid damaging your computer, perform the following steps before you begin working inside the computer.

1 Ensure that you follow the Safety instructions.
2 Ensure that your work surface is flat and clean to prevent the computer cover from being scratched.
3 Turn off your computer.

To disconnect a network cable, first unplug the cable from your computer and then unplug the cable from
the network device.

Disconnect all the network cables from the computer.
Disconnect your computer and all attached devices from the electrical outlets.
Press and hold the power button while the computer is unplugged to ground the system board.

Remove the cover.

Before touching anything inside your computer, ground yourself by touching an unpainted metal surface,
such as the metal at the back of the computer. While you work, periodically touch an unpainted metal surface to
dissipate static electricity, which could harm internal components.



Make sure that you place the cooler outlet side of your system at least 5 cm away from wall to prevent
system overheat.

Your system cannot be placed crosswise and make sure that there is no equipment on the side cover.

Turning off your computer

After you complete any replacement procedure, ensure that you connect any external devices, cards, and cables before turning on your
computer.

To avoid damage to the computer, use only the battery designed for this particular Dell computer. Do not use batteries
designed for other Dell computers.
Replace the battery.
Replace the base cover.
Connect any external devices, such as a port replicator or media base, and replace any cards, such as an ExpressCard.

Keyboard short-cut key functions

Fn+Esc Enables or disables FN function key features.

Fn+F5 Enables or disables Number lock.

Fn+F6 Enables or disables Scroll lock.

Fn+F9 Launches the Windows Search charm.

Fn+F10 Enables backlight keyboard mode.

Fn+PrtScr Enables or disables the bluetooth.

Fn+Ctrl Opens the application's context menu. This key has the same effect as the Application Key.

Display functions

Fn+F8 Switches the video image to the next display option. The options include the integrated display, an
external monitor, and both displays simultaneously.

Fn+F11 Decreases brightness on the integrated display only (not on an external monitor).
Fn+F12 Increases brightness on the integrated display only (not on an external monitor).

Fn+Insert Enables system Standby.

Media/audio
Fn+F1 Mutes or unmutes the system audio.
Fn+F2 Decreases the audio volume.
Fn+F3 Increases the audio volume.
Fn+F4 Mutes or unmutes the built-in microphone.

Microsoft Windows logo key functions
Windows Logo key + M Minimizes all open windows.

Windows Logo key + Shift+M  Maximizes all open windows.

Windows Logo key +E Runs Windows Explorer.
Windows Logo key +R Opens the Run dialog box.
Windows Logo key +F Opens the Search Results dialog box.

Windows Logo key +Ctrl+F Opens the Search Results-Computer dialog box (if the computer is connected to a network).

Lithium-ion battery precautions

Exercise caution when handling Lithium-ion batteries.

Discharge the battery as much as possible before removing it from the system. This can be done by disconnecting the AC adapter
from the system to allow the battery to drain.

Do not crush, drop, mutilate, or penetrate the battery with foreign objects.

Do not expose the battery to high temperatures, or disassemble battery packs and cells.
Do not apply pressure to the surface of the battery.

Do not bend the battery.

Do not use tools of any kind to pry on or against the battery.

If a battery gets stuck in a device as a result of swelling, do not try to free it as puncturing, bending, or crushing a Lithium-ion
battery can be dangerous.
