A component can be replaced or—if purchased separately—installed by
performing the removal procedure in reverse order.

Turning Off Your Computer

o NOTICE: To avoid losing data, save and close all open files and exit all open

programs before you turn off your computer.
Save and close all open files and exit all open programs.

Click Start e, click the arrow , and then click Shut Down.

The computer turns off after the operating system shutdown process
finishes.

Fnsure that the computer and any attached devices are turned off. If your
computer and attached devices did not automatically turn off when you
shut down your operating system, press and hold the power button for at
least 8 to 10 seconds until the computer turns off.
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Before Working Inside Your Computer

Use the following safety guidelines to help protect your computer from
potential damage and to help to ensure your own personal safety.

A CAUTION: Before you begin any of the procedures in this section, follow the

NOTICE: Handle components and cards with care. Do not touch the components
or contacts on a card. Hold a card by its edges or by its metal mounting bracket.
Hold a component such as a processor by its edges, not by its pins.

NOTICE: Only a certified service technician should perform repairs on your
computer. Damage due to servicing that is not authorized by Dell is not covered by
your warranty.

NOTICE: When you disconnect a cable, pull on its connector or on its pull-tab, not
on the cable itself. Some cables have connectors with locking tabs; if you are
disconnecting this type of cable, press in on the locking tabs before you disconnect
the cable. As you pull connectors apart, keep them evenly aligned to avoid bending
any connector pins.

Removing the Hard Drive

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Returning a Hard Drive to Dell

Return your old hard drive to Dell in its original, or comparable, foam
packaging.

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Memory

Replacing the Processor Thermal-Cooling
Assembly

o NOTICE: To prevent static damage to components inside your computer, discharge
static electricity from your body before you touch any of your computer's electronic
components. You can do so by touching an unpainted metal surface.

m NOTE: The original pad can be reused if the original processor and heat sink are
reinstalled together. If either the processor or heat sink is replaced, use the thermal
pad provided in the kit to ensure that thermal conductivity is achieved.
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m NOTE: This procedure assumes that you have already removed the processor
thermal-cooling assembly and are ready to replace it.

1 Peel the backing off the thermal cooling pad and adhere the pad to the
portion of the thermal-cooling assembly that covers the processor.

Place the assembly on the system board.

Tighten the six captive screws and the M2.5 x 5-mm screw on the thermal-
cooling assembly.

Installing the Processor

o NOTICE: A processor that is not properly seated can result in an intermittent
connection or permanent damage to the processor and ZIF socket.

1 Align the pin-1 corner of the processor so that it points to the triangle on
the system board, and insert the processor into the ZIF socket.
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When the processor is correctly seated, all four corners are aligned at the
same height. If one or more corners of the processor are higher than the
others, the processor is not seated correctly.

NOTICE: To prevent intermittent contact between the ZIF-socket cam screw and
the processor when removing or replacing the processor, press to apply slight
pressure to the center of the processor while turning the cam screw.

Tighten the ZIF socket by turning the cam screw clockwise to secure the
processor to the system board.

Peel the backing off the thermal cooling pad and adhere the pad to the
portion of the thermal-cooling assembly that covers the processor.

Subscriber Identity Module

Subscriber Identity Modules (SIM) identify users uniquely through an
International Mobile Subscriber Identity.

Wireless Mini Cards

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Flash Cache Module or Ultra Wide Band

If you ordered an FCM card or an UWB card with your computer, it is already
installed. Only one of the cards can be installed in the slot provided.

The Flash Cache Module (FCM) is an internal memory card that helps
improve the performance of your computer. The FCM card is also known as
Intel Turbo Memory and the Intel® Flash Cache Logic Chip Mini-card.

m NOTE: This card is only compatible with the Microsoft Windows Vista™ operating
system.

Removing the FCM or UNB

2 Turn the computer over.

3 Loosen the two captive screws on the Mini Card module cover and remove
the cover.
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Ground yourself by touching one of the metal connectors on the back of
the computer.

Remove the M2 x 3-mm securing screw.

NOTE: In case of an UWB card, disconnect the blue antenna cable from the UWB
card.
