
Setting Up Your Printer

CAUTION:

Before you set up and operate your Dell™ printer, 
see the safety instructions in your printer Product
Information Guide. Also, see your User’s Guide for 
a complete list of features.
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Unpack your printer, and remove all tape and packaging
material from the printer. (USB cable sold separately.)1 Use the orange tape to raise the operator panel until it snaps

into place. Remove, and then discard the tape.2

To send and receive faxes, connect an active telephone line into the FAX connector (  ). If you are using a DSL modem for your computer, your
must install a DSL filter. Contact your DSL provider for assistance. 5

Raise the paper support, extend the paper tray, and then raise
the paper stop.3 Load plain paper in the paper support, and adjust the 

paper guide.4

Press the Power button on the operator panel to turn on 
your printer.7
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Connect the power cord to the power supply on the back of your
printer, and then connect the power cord to the wall. 6

Use the arrow buttons and the keypad to specify your language, country, date, time, fax number, and fax name. Press the Select button      to save
each setting. If you need to reset the language, hold the Back      and Start buttons      while turning the power on. 8
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Open the printer unit. The ink cartridge carrier moves to the
center. Remove the tape from both carriers.9 Remove the tape from the ink cartridges, and then install them

(black or photo on the left and color on the right).10

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Close the printer unit. An alignment page automatically prints.
Discard the alignment page after printing.11 If you purchased a Dell Internal Network Adapter 1150, stop

here, and go to your Owner’s Manual for wireless setup
instructions.12 Insert the Drivers and Utilities CD, and then follow the

instructions on your screen.14If you are using your printer:
• Without a computer, setup is complete.
• With a new Dell computer, complete step 15.
• With an existing computer, complete step 14.
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Connect the USB cable (sold separately) between the computer and the USB port on the back of the printer.
