The keys F1-F12 at the top row of the keyboard are function keys for multi-media control, as indicated by the icon at the
bottom of the key. Press the function key to invoke the task represented by the icon. For example, pressing F1 mutes the audio

(refer to the table below).

However, if the function keys F1-F12 are needed for specific software applications, multi-media functionality can be disabled
by pressing Fn + esc. Subsequently, multimedia control can be invoked by pressing Fn and the respective function key. For

example, mute audio by pressing Fn + F1.
